At this time of year large numbers of sheep, cattle,
goats & people are on the move whether it be to
summer grazing, to the shows or through stock pur-
chases/sales. Without care, you could be introducing
Johne's disease, Bovine Virus Diarrhoea Virus
(BVDV), Salmonellosis, Bovine Tuberculosis, Lep-
tospirosis, Infectious Bovine Rhinotracheitis (IBR),
Enzootic abortion, Toxoplasmosis, Maedi Visna/
CAE, fluke or resistant worms to name but a few dis-
eases into your herd or flock. Preventing disease en-
tering your farm and, once if entered, minimising
their spread can save significant amounts of money.

So what is biosecurity? Biosecurity “reduces/
prevents the introduction of new diseases onto a farm
from outside sources” in other words it is common
sense.

So how can you reduce disease introduction. The
following list shows ways disease can be introduced,
it is disease dependent but by far the most likely
sources of new disease are at the top, and that in-
cludes TB:

1. The introduction of diseased animals —
these may actively have disease, be incu-
bating disease, or apparently healthy ani-
mals that have recovered from disease but
are now carriers.

2. Feedstuffs, especially high risk feedstuff
which could be contaminated with faeces

3.  Contaminated water (surface water,
streams and rivers etc.);

4.  Infectious diseases can be introduced onto
your farm by vehicles, equipment, clothing
and footwear of people (veterinarians, con-
tractors, other farmers, salesmen, service
personnel) who move between herds/flocks

5. Manure handling especially by outside con-
tractors and aerosolized manure and dust

6. Other species such as dogs, cats, wildlife,
rodents, birds and insects.

So how can you reduce your risks? Risks
are reduced by following the four major princi-
ples of biosecurity;

1. Selection of purchased animals — ask ques-
tions/take tests/ get documentary evi-
dence/vendors may not know they have a
problem..

2. Isolation following purchase

3. Movement control

4. Cleansing and disinfection

There are a plethora of disease surveillance pro-
grammes available presently. They are not all the
same; some can cost a substantial amount of money
in testing but are cost effective for those looking to
accredit their herd free of for example BVD, Lepto,
IBR and/or Johnes, hence increasing
the sale value of their stock, and at
the other end of the scale some are
free and just look for evidence of a
particular disease on farm allowing
you to look further if necessary or
introduce a vaccination programme
in order to increase the health welfare and produc-

tivity of stock. For further information call the
practice.
