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Simplification of

Simplication of livestock movements - There is to be a 

reallocation of CPH numbers and SOA and linked 

holdings are to disappear in the forseeable future. If 

moving within 10 miles of your main holding no move-

ments are going to be required to be notified to BCMS. 

Nationally this should lead to an 85% reduction in the 

need to report movements to BCMS however the re-

duction will be less in East Anglia where movement 

distances tend to be further. Also all species, cattle, 

sheep, goats & pigs, will undergo the same 6 days 

standstill period.

have land historically contaminated with lungworm, 

or adjoining land that may be contaminated, as it is 

wind borne, then please ask us also to check your fae-

ces samples for lungworm larvae. If animals are ac-

tively coughing then in order to get good results we 

need samples approx 4 weeks after the coughing first 

started, to maximise the chance of us getting a posi-

tive diagnosis from faeces, or diagnosis can be from 

blood sampling approx 3 weeks after you first notice 

signs or from lung washings at any point.  

The dry weather should mean the risk from fluke is 

small presently with snail habitats parched, however, 

in areas that maintain snail habitats the risk will be 

high. Fluke eggs can also be assessed on the same 

samples as the lungworm and worm egg counts if this 

is a possible risk. The cost for worm egg, cocci 

and fluke analysis is £12.50. So please submit your 

samples in labelled pots, available from the  prac-

tice, with; name, area, age of animals (youngstock, 

mixed or adult will do) & what you want them tested 

for and we will get back to you to discuss your results 

as soon as we have them. 

Parasites & Faeces Testing 
Please don't forget to take faeces samples from cattle, 

sheep and goats to check for worm and fluke burdens. 

With the dry weather that we have had in East Anglia 

during July the usual peak in worm eggs being shed 

onto the pasture will have shifted from late June/July to 

later July/early August and hence now is the time to 

take faeces samples to assess the worm burden on your 

land before signs of disease appear in this year's 

youngstock. Collect fresh samples from the floor, ide-

ally from 5-6 young animals in each grazing group, and 

we will ask the lab to amalgamate these samples to get 

the best representative results for that particular grazing 

area. Please mark the pots with the name of the grazing 

area, your name and the age of the stock. You can leave 

these samples outside the practice out of hours if that is 

easier. You will only be charged for 1 sample per group 

at a cost of £7.00 for worm egg count and cocci.

Listeriosis risk 

Big bale late cut silage is a significant listeriosis risk par-

ticularly to sheep and goats. High dry matter and soil 

contamination is the ideal environment for proliferation 

of bacteria because of poor fermentation. Sheep fed  4-

6  week old poorly fermented silage are most at risk. So 

in order to prevent listeriosis; avoid soil contamination 

by setting machinery high, aim for 35-40% dry matter in 

big bales, consider using an inoculant additive to boost 

the speed of fermentation, make big bales as dense as 

possible, chopping if necessary & use 6 layers of wrap-

ping on all big bales to minimise contamination at wrap-

ping.

Bluetongue Update… 
As of 12th June, Great Britain has now been declared a Low Risk 

Zone (LRZ) with regard to BTV8. The main advantage of this is 

the effect it will have on the import of animals from Bluetongue 

Protection Zones (PZ), which will require much more stringent 

rules and testing before being imported. However, exports from 

our new LRZ to other PZ will still be permitted.  

As a result of this, the risk of importing BTV is much reduced, 

especially from the import of pregnant heifers carrying a calf of 

unknown status. Despite all this we are still recommending vacci-

nation of susceptible stock as the risk of disease is still present, 

and the drug manufacturers are reducing output as demand wanes, 

so vaccinate now to avoid disappointment later.
